BAY ST. LOUIS SPORTS COMPLEX STATUS REPORT - AUGUST 2012

FIELDS 1, 5, & 6:

One gate built on each field. The gates are behind each backstop and in front of each press box (total of 3 gates).  This area was once closed off with a wooden fence and had no access, the gates were created and set up for access to retrieve loose baseballs and grass cutting. 
FIELDS 5&6:

There were two bullpens on each field; one in the left field and one in the right field for warm ups. As the bullpens being located in the foul territory posed a safety hazard I had them removed to the outside of the fence to the void area for a safer playing field. In addition, I constructed a backstop for each bullpen behind each home plate for both Field 5 and Field 6 (total of 4 backstops), constructed of 4x4 and 2x4 and nylon netting. Each backstop is 6’x6’.
BATTING CAGES:
There are two batting cages in the sports complex; both needing repairs. The netting in both batting cages were re-stretched and re-hung with heavy duty s-hooks which were crimped closed to prevent netting detachment by the baseballs.

· Both cages need carpet removal due to rip holes.

· Batting Cage 1:  carpet was removed, cage deck was scraped,  
            pressure washed and prepped for painting; high gloss acrylic paint 
            was applied to the deck.

· Batting Cage 2:  presently removing carpet for the same process as 
            batting cage 1.

GRILLING ENCLOSURE:
Construction of 8’x8’x8’ (consisting of 4x4’s and 2x6’s and pressure treated lattice). This structure was constructed for two reasons:

1) Keeping the hot grill out from underneath the vinyl overhang (which was melting the vinyl) and;

2) To provide shade for the person grilling since the grill was manually pulled back and forth from under the vinyl overhang which was in the direct sun.

Two gates originally attached to the concession stand (1) and the grilling area (2) have been removed, restructured to prevent sagging, filled with wheels for easier mobility and reattached to those areas.

TOURNAMENTS BOOKINGS:

Three tournaments were held at the Sports Complex:

1) Regional’s for 9-10 & 7-8 year olds (one month later)

2) State 7-8 year olds (approximately 3 weeks later)

3) GSA Kick Ball benefit (adults)
