PUBLIC HEARING - (Hancock County Sheriff's Office contract management of
the Bay Saint Louis Police Department)

Several citizens spoke about the Hancock County Sheriff's Office management of the
Bay Saint Louis Police Department. Issues addressed were the contract with the next Bay Saint
Louis City Council, the citizens being properly protected, potential contract expenses not known
right now, results of the survey on the Bay Saint Louis Facebook page and the Bay Saint Louis
City website, rate of pay for police officers, loss of jobs, boots on the ground, investigation
reports, facts on the financial aspect of the savings to Bay Saint Louis; payment to Hancock
County Sheriff, finding other revenue sources, number of police officers per shift and keeping the
Bay Saint Louis Police Department small and personal. : :

The majority of the citizens were against the Hancock County Sheriff's Office managing
the Bay Saint Louis Police Department. There were some comments for keeping things the way
they are until the next election or the next budget.

Council Member Seal stated he would send anyone who left their email with Clerk of
Council Tilley, a Power Point presentation showing the facts of the Hancock County Sheriff's
Office managing the Bay Saint Louis Police Department. :

Council Member Boudin stated if the Hancock County Sheriff's Office does not take over
the management of the Bay Saint Louis Police Department, the next discussion during budget
season will be about how to fund the Bay Saint Louis Police Department.

Council Member Falgout stated the Bay Saint Louis City Council is only looking at the
option of Hancock County Sheriff's Office management of the Bay Saint Louis Police
Department, as they are about all options.

Council Member Reed stated he would like to leave things the way they are until the next
election. Considering the current investigations, Council Member Reed does not want to add to a
broken system. Council Member Reed agrees that the Bay Saint Louis Police Department has
done a great job and things should stay as they are until the next election.

Council Member Compretta is in favor of leaving things the way they are until the next
election and let the next Administration deal with the budget.

Council Member Favre believes things should stay as they are now and allow the next
administration decide what direction to go.

Council Member Favre stated there will be a five (5) minutes recess before the meeting.
